Pro Tips: 

● Always ask for a specific amount. 
● Provide specific details on how the funding will be used. 
● Don’t rely on selling to your peers or “GoFundMe”-type sites. 
● Follow up with ​every​ potential supporter about a commitment. 
● Keep an Excel list of donors and their contact information. 
● Mail thank you cards after donating and at the end of the year. 
● Send updates every semester on your group’s activities.  
● Don’t be afraid to ask BIG! Almost anyone can donate $100-$300 to 

your cause. Many can do $500 or $1,200.  
● Apply for PLMI’s ​Student Activity Fund​, which awards $1,000 each 

semester.  
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
